A RECENT purchase by Albany’s Mount Ro-
mance sandalwood plant of a $3 million cache
of wood has failed to stop the subsidiary that
runs it, and parent company Quintis Ltd, going
into voluntary administration.

On Saturday, Quintis revealed that US hedge
fund Asia Pacific Investments DAC had exer-
cised an option to require Quintis to buy 400
hectares of plantations at a price of $37 million.
Settlement of the payment was required to oc-
cur on February 2, and Quintis has said it could
not afford that.

Company directors have now appointed Kor-

daMentha as voluntary administrator of Quintis
and its seven Australian subsidiaries, which
include Mount Romance Australia Pty Ltd and
Mount Romance Holdings Pty Ltd.

On January 12, Quintis announced Mount
Romance Australia had secured 38.1 tonnes
of Indian sandalwood.

NBN rolled out

TODAY should mark the final day of the National
Broadband Network (NBN) being switched on in the
fixed-line area of Albany, if all goes to plan.

This final area includes parts of Albany’s CBD, Little
Grove, Big Grove, Centennial Park, Mt Clarence, Mt
Melville, Robinson and Torndirrup.

This will complete the rollout of the NBN fixed-line
network in Albany, with approximately 16,000 homes
and businesses now able to connect to services over the
NBN access network through their preferred phone or
internet provider.

Construction continues to connect the remaining 900
homes and businesses on the outskirts of Albany in
parts of Wilyung, King River, Kalgan and Elleker to
the NBN via fixed wireless technology.

to order an NBN-powered plan.

To further aid residents in making the switch, NBN

The NBN Road Muster truck will also be at all ses-
sion locations, and allow visitors to test the broadband
service via a Wi-Fi hotspot powered by the SkyMuster
service.

The dates for these drop-in sessions will be released
soon on the NBN website, under ‘Events’ in the NBN
Media Centre.

“For every 10,000 tonnes of waste

recycled, 9.2 full-time equivalent jobs.

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Bush camp for motocross champs

A NATURE-BASED camp for tour-
ing motorcyclists and users of a new
motocross track has been approved
for Needilup, 14km west of Jerra-
mungup.

Stage 1 of the camp, at a bush block
owned by Stuart Brown on Browns
South Road, will see an existing
house converted to an office and
caretaker’s unit.

The house’s existing toilet, shower
and laundry will be separated from
the dwelling and made available to
campers.

Mr Brown is also planning a fire
pit, and a shelter in an existing shed.

“I’'m on 40 acres of bushland here,
and I have a passion for motorcycles,”
Mr Brown, whose family has held the
block since 1912, said.

“There’s still a few stages to go
but basically the big hurdle’s been
jumped.”

Stage 1 will see 10 people able to
camp on the block at a time.

Down the track, Stage 2 of the
project will see a campers’ Kitchen
with potable water, an additional
unisex toilet and shower for people

with disabilities, and a dormitory
sleeping up to six people developed.
From that point, up to 20 people will
be able to stay.

The Jerramungup and Districts
Motorcycle Club has been running
motocross events for less than a year
at the former Needilup Golf Course
off nearby Gnowangerup-Jerramun-
gup Road.

“The club gets people from Es-
perance and all over the shop.” Mr
Brown said. “Coming up, I could
see that they might be interested in
travelling the night before and being

here for the start of the racing on the
Sunday.

“I'm also aiming at the mark of mo-
torcyclists touring around, of which
there are quite a few.”

The camp, to be run on a commer-
cial basis, was unanimously approved
at last month’s Jerramungup council
meeting.

Mr Brown said shire officials had
recognised the potential tourism
spin-offs of having a place for bik-
ers to stay, and had been “fantastic”
to deal with.

He is a social member of the moto-

cross club, and rides a BMW K100
LT. He has also been doing up a
Honda 754 former police bike that
has a side-car.

Eurogliders’ wall of fame

hile on holi-

GOLD records are not
the usual adornment
of choice for the living
rooms of most 93-year-
olds.

But in the loungeroom
of Mavis Bennetts” Alba-
ny home, the gold record
for Perth-bred *80s pop
band Eurogliders’ album
This Island takes pride
of place.

The glittering trophy
for hard-won sales from
the 1984 album is a little
out of tune with the rest
of the room’s décor, but
it’s there for good reason.

It was given to Mavis
by her son - Eurogliders’
drummer John Bennetts
who worked his way from
the beer-soaked carpet
of Albany’s live music
scene to the world stage
during the height of "80s
pop music.

While the gold record
hangs rather comfortably
on the wall, it now has
a new companion — the
West Australian Music
Hall of Fame award that

years after the original
band dissolved.

The Mount Barker-born
Bennetts reflected on his
musical career with The

day on the Portuguese
island of Madeira.

Bennetts said he got his
first drum kit and guitar
when he was nine years
old, started performing in
bands at Mt Barker High
School when he was 13,
and had a residency at
Albany’s old Esplanade
Hotel in his late teens.

“Those days were such
fun, innocent times,” he
said.

“Ididn’t start my profes-
sional music career till T
was 22, in Perth.

“I was late to begin, but
fast to move to bigger
things.”

Bennetts recorded two
albums with The Stock-
ings, had several appear-
ances on ABC Count-
down, and joined Euro-
gliders in 1982.

“It was an awesome
time of my life,” Ben-
netts said.

“I can, without doubt,
tell you that everything
you hear about the rock
and roll industry is true.

“We toured constantly,
saw lots of the world
playing sold-out concert
tours and met so many
amazing musicians.”

The drummer said he
had many career high-
lights, but without a

“It was broadcast live
around the world and
was an awesome line-up
of "80s bands, including
Frankie Goes To Hol-
lywood, UB40, Joan Jett,
and we headlined.”

Upon reflection of win-
ning his gold record and
his WAM Hall of Fame
induction, Bennetts said
his parents were his big-
gest support throughout
his career.

“Getting the first gold
album was 0 exciting: it
means you've been
cepted” by the pubhu,
he said.

“It was an awesome
moment and it was so
special. I gave it to Mum
and Dad.

“T honoured it to them
for supporting me and
putting up with my guitar
and drum playing when I
was a kid.”

Bennetts now resi
England with his wife
has one son.

Beware

the blanket

THAD a bit of a fright the other day.

T came home and there was a blanket lying on the
bed.

Luckily we were all okay, but when I called the
emergency services and explained the danger we
were in, the woman was quite rude.

I'should explain.

Every year the American Government releases the
NEISS report.

NEISS stands for the National Electronic Injury
Something Something, and it’s a list of how many
people get injured and by what in the US every year.

ICs an amazing re-
port. For example
— 1 do a kind of
boxing. Boxing is
pretty dangerous,
right?

In 2015, there
were 17,000 boxing
related injuries in
the US — that’s a lot.

1 should probably do
something safer you'd
think, like sitting at home
watching TV.

Except the NEISS re-
port shows that televi-
sions cause four times as
many injuries.

That’s 60,000 televi-
sion-associated injuries
— injuries severe enough
to go to the emergency
department.

I can understand television
causing some problems — if you want me to watch
The Kardashians, there’s going to be bloodshed — but
60,000 in a year?

You're safer outside. Or are you?

Lawn and garden equipment injure hundreds of
thousands a year. And if you're thinking of giving up
and going o bed — don’t do that.

Blankets — as I tried to explain to the emergency
services — cause 16,000 injuries a year. They injure
more people than fireworks. Beds, mattresses and pil-
lows — three quarter of a million.

Even reading the report is dangerous — desks, shelves
and so on cause almost 1000 hospital visits a day.

What can you do?

T haven’t studied this — there’s a book on my desk, but
I'm too scared to read it — but from what I can work
out, get your gear off.

Clothing caused a vast number of injuries — 345,000
in one calendar year — which must mean that you’re
safer naked.

There was no further breakdown of the most danger-
ous articles of clothing — were people socked by socks
or jumped by jumpers? — but the message is clear.

Tear your clothes off, for safety’s sake.

And speaking of safety — the NEISS report is clear
about safety equipment.

Protective devices caused 13,000 injuries.

Tt may seem odd to be welding stark naked without
even a pair of goggles, but the science, in this case,
is clear.

Clearly claptrap, of course. It’s statistics.

Stairs cause 250 times as many injuries
but people take the stairs every working day.

Try letting off fireworks a few times a day and see
how long you last — I don’t know if the fireworks or
the neighbours will injure you first, but something’s
going to give.

People get hurt in bed partly because they spend lots
of time in bed.

1t’s like aquarium fish versus rhinoceroses.

A lot more people have aquarium fish than have
rhinoceroses, and aquarium fish can give you fish lep-
rosy — like real leprosy, but you get it from fish — the
unfortunately named “blubber finger”, and a weird
and truly terrifying disease where you get diarrhoea,
cramps, and skin ulcers for maybe the next six years.

So, more people get hospitalised by their fish than
ever get hurt by rhinoceroses

Anyway, I'm going upstairs now, blanket or no
blanket. I know it’s dangerous, but I'm making it as
safe as I can.

T've torn all my clothes off and I've loaded myself
up with as many fireworks as I can find. I'll let you
know how it goes.

KOJONUP has been dubbed one
of the hotspots to view the upcom-
ing lunar eclipse, and resident
astronomer Len North is currently
in preparation for the grand astro-
photography opportunity.

At 7.48pm on January 31, a par-
tial Tunar eclipse will begin, and
at 8.51pm, a total eclipse and red
moon will be on display.

The maximum eclipse will be
on show at 9.29pm and end at
10.07pm

Mr North will be set up at Glen-
lossie, just north of Kojonup, with
members of the Great Southern
Amateur Astronomy Group and a
bunch of telescopes for people to
hook their cameras and phones to,
to view the moon and take photos.

He said other prime positions
to view the eclipse are elevated
locations such as Mt Clarence
in Albany, and the Porongurup,

eclipse’s direction and altitude
online before setting off.

Mr North said he moved to Mu-
radup, near Kojonup, specifically
for his astronomy and astrophotog-
raphy hobbies.

“When I was in Perth, I had to
travel more than 100km to get
somewhere dark enough,” he said.

“Where we are here, there are only
five street lights and T can set up in
my backyard.

“I live here purely because it's
darker.”

Since making the move for his
retirement, Mr North said his days
tend to be nighttime, as the new
location has provided optimal op-
portunities for his astronomy and
astrophotography.

“Since coming here, I've seen
auroras I didn’t expect to see, es-
pecially so far from the coast and
Tasmania,” he said.

“It’s been a great eye-opener and
good fun.”

Mr North is excited for the up-
coming lunar eclipse, which is just
six days away.

“This one will be absolute perfec-
tion, provided there is no cloud,”
he said.

“It will peak around 9-9.30pm,
50 it’s more suitable for kids and
families to view, either by eye or
binoculars.

“The next eclipse at this sort of
time of night will be in 2021; the
July 28 one this year will be around
4am.”

Mr North invites all to the Glen-
los telescope set-up on Janu-
ary 31, and said if anyone has a
specific cord request to connect
with a telescope, such as Canon,
Nikon or phone, to email him on
astrogazer @westnet.com.au.

KOJONUP welcomed 24 American
university students with open arms
last weekend as part of a global
engagement program with Curtin
University.

The Kodja Place and Black Cock-
atoo Café were visited by the Elon
University students as part of their
study on The Stolen Generation:
Genocide, Justice and the Aborigi-
nal Australian Experience.

The students were guided through
The Kodja Place and viewed a
season mural, traditional Noongar
hunting implements, the Reserve
House and Carrolup Mission.

Manager of Community Develop-

ment and Tourism for the Shire of
Kojonup Zahra Shirazee said the
anthropology and sociology stu-
dents were particularly interested
in the Reserve House and Acknowl-
edgement Wall display, and were
keen to hear local Noongar woman
Deborah Michael speak about her
family and personal experiences,
as she grew up in the time period
when indigenous policies were still
changing.

“Although Kodja Place tells the
evolving story of Kojonup, it is also
an Australian story,” she said.

“The stories, images, and experi
ences of the Noongar and Wad-
jella farming community portrayed
would resonate with anyone who

has lived in regional Australia.”

Ms Shirazee also said The Kodja
Place demonstrates the significance
of Noongar and Wadjella cultures
in Kojonup and provides a graphic
illustration in a multi-layered,
contemporary and sometimes
confronting way, of the impact of
other cultures on local Aboriginal
way of life.

The American study group toured
throughout the Great Southern
and South West on their quest for
knowledge, stopping off in Albany,
Walpole, Margaret River, Yallingup
and Perth.

The group’s Australian tour con-
cluded on Tuesday.

KOJONUP is in the midst of a welcome crime
drought, with 73 per cent fewer offences reported
to mid-January than to this time last financial year.

Officer in charge of Kojonup police, Phil Cartledge,
told The Weekender the plummeting crime figures
were due to several meth users or dealers being
convicted and jailed.

“We’ve had a huge impact with the amount of of-
fenders that have been dealt with and put in prison.”
he said.

“There had been an issue with methamphetamine.

“We charged numerous people that were collecting
property and goods that were being stolen and that
slowed down the burglaries.”

Sgt Cartledge said that in the 2017/18 financial year
to date, 37 offences had been reported across the Ko-
jonup policing district compared to 139 in 2016/17.

“That’s across all offences, but burglary — we’ve

Kojonup crime figures plummet

had an 84 per cent drop — eight current year to date,
as opposed to 53 the year before,” he said.

“We did have a lot of rural burglaries but they’ve
slowed down, or basically stopped.

“We had a lot of firearms stolen as well and that’s
also stopped.”

But, with offenders slowly being released from jail,
Sgt Cartledge said Kojonup could expect to see an
uptick in crime, but “hopefully not”.

“It’s now down to preventative and proactive polic-
ing, rather than reactive, whereas the year before it
all just reactive — go, go, go!.”” he said.

“As these people come out, we're trying to work
with them to stay off the meth.”

Sgt Cartledge said because several cross-district
crooks had been nabbed, the Shire of Katanning had
also seen a drop in crime.

As they
battled among themselves and the
lappers, Ryan Fenech from NSW
closed the gap to be in the mix.

In a tense final few laps, Fitzger-
ald, Fenech, Erb and Stubber were
all going for the win, but it was Erb
who made the move, diving under
Fitzgerald as he exited turn two to
claim victory.

During the heats it was Fitzgerald
and Stubber who claimed two wins
each, with the remaining two going
to Blight and Jay Cardy.

Round two of the GWN7 Modi-
fied Sedan Series was also on the
night’s program with a field of eight
competing. Ray Clifton travelled
from Broome to contest the event
and started the night off well, claim-
ing two heat wins, with Bill Penn
taking the other.

As the feature entered the track,
the field was down to six cars.
Ayden Trewern and Anthony King
suffered mechanical issues during
the heats.

In the Junior Sedans it was once
again Esperance’s Blake Fletcher
that took both heat wins along with
the feature, while Beau Oldfield
crossed the line in second and Jae
Noonan third.

The Formula 125°s feature race
was halted early when, for the
second week in a row, Brenton
Cockayne rolled over.

ALBANY Cricket Association’s A-Grade side has
made the semi-finals despite a mixed bag of results in
the opening three rounds of its Country Week campaign
in Perth earlier this week.

The Whalers were put on the back foot in their open-
ing match against Geraldton on Sunday copping a
66-run defeat, but bounced back against West Pilbara
with a 29-run victory on Monday.

They strung together another win on Tuesday against
Peel, when they defended a meagre 150-run total to
win by 30 runs.

In the match against Geraldton, the youthful Albany
side was sent in to bat first, despite losing the toss.

The rock-solid form of opener Nathan Dovey fell
short for the Whalers after he was dismissed for four
runs, and he was quickly followed to the pavilion by
Michael Ferreira (8).

With the Whalers in all sorts of early pain at 2/16,
Denmark’s Jujhar Johal and new skipper Nathan
Crudeli turned the game around with a 129-run part-
nership before a mix-up resulted in the run-out of
Johal on 72.

Crudeli’s dismissal soon followed after he made 77
runs and had the Whalers in a strong position at 4-162,
but the middle and lower order failed to fire and they
were dismissed for 205 after 59.2 overs.

Geraldton’s Cody Bone backed up a miserly effort
with the ball (2/28 from 10 overs), making 87 with
the bat to cement Geraldton’s opening win as they
posted 7/271.

The Whalers’ openers again failed to find runs and
it was left to the middle order to piece together the
run chase.

The match was evenly poised at 4-48 when Coen
Marwick fired off 40 runs from 25 balls to push Albany
toward their total of 158 for the loss of six wickets.

Playing for a place in the semi-finals against Peel,
Albany won the toss and went in to bat, but it was a
horrible repeat of the first two matches for the openers.

As in the opening match, Johal (42) and Crudeli (24)
steadied the innings, but were also supported by Matt
Walters with 40 runs as they chalked up 150 runs.

Crudeli struck immediately with the ball, removing
Peel opener Ben Doudle for a duck. This opened the
way for Ben Grey to work his magic and he snared four
wickets, helping dismiss Peel for 120 runs and sneak-
ing Albany’s foot in the door for a finals appearance.

The Whalers will take their winning form into today’s
semi-final, with a place in Friday’s decider up for grabs.
