Top cop moves on

Police Supt
to become
state’s top
traffic cop

GREAT Southern Police Superin-
tendent Dom Wood will return to
Perth where he is set to become the
state’s top traffic cop.

“I've done my tenure, so I'm
off in July, August.” he told The
Weekender.

He said that, come July, he will
have been in Albany for three
years.

“It’s gone very quickly.” he said.

“I love the region, I love the
people.”

MrWood said Superintendent Ian
Clarke, who currently works in the
police professional standards unit
in Perth, would fill his shoes.

“He’s a really nice fella, a good
bloke,” he said.

“He’s got a good background, in
traffic for a while as a superinten-
dent, and done some crime work,
and worked country as well.

“He was an OIC up in Kununurra,
and also in Dunsborough, and
has some detective background
as well.”

After a handover to Mr Clarke in
July, Mr Wood will become Super-
intendent, State Traffic.

“You can, if all the stars line up,
try to push [your tenure] out to
maybe four [years], which I was
kind of thinking, maybe [until]
Christmas, but they said ‘no’, they

Devil is in the detail
for roundabout servo

TORTUOUS negotia-
tions — including on a
safe entry point and a
$9000 piece of public art
— continue over a fuel sta-
tion planned for near the
Chester Pass roundabout,
despite a building permit
having been issued for the
contentious project.

City of Albany chief
planner Paul Camins told
The Weekender a building
application was approved
for the Albany Highway
site in April.

He said the permit was
valid for two years, and
if the proponent, Peter
D. Webb & Associates
town planners, wished to
extend it a standard ap-
plication process would
apply.

In August, the State
Administrative Tribu-
nal overturned the City’s
February 2017 refusal of
a development applica-
tion for the project.

In her conditions of ap-

proval, Tribunal member
Rosetta Petrucci ordered
that access points and
stormwater management
to the highway be de-
signed to the specification
of Main Roads Western
Australia.

Main Roads Great
Southern regional manag-
er Andrew Duffield said
such a requirement was
standard, and in “99.99
per cent of the cases never
an issue”

“This one’s been topical
from Day 1,” he said.

“We have just been
wanting to work with
[the proponent] over safe
access to the site and it’s
taken quite some time to
get them to the table.

“I’s very clear there’s
a whole range of other
things they need to get
approval and endorse-
ment of.”

Mr Duffield said storm-
water was one.

“If they re looking to tap
into our network, then we
need to know about it and

we need to give approval
of it,” he said.

He explained that draw-
ings submitted with the
development application
were site layout plans
only that “did not give
any particular engineer-
ing detail”.

He said that for projects
abutting a main road it
was perfectly normal for
discussions to ensue on
technical details such
as the type of paving,
and a traffic management
plan for the construction
phase.

“It’s not as simple as:
‘SAT has given us ap-
proval, we can do what-
ever we want’,” he said.

Mr Duffield said he sat
down with the proponent
on May 7 to help im-
prove the project’s on-site
traffic circulation, which
would lead to fewer cars
backing up out onto the
highway.

The planned exit on
to Albany Highway is
about five car lengths

from the entrance to the
roundabout, the worst
intersection in regional
WA in terms of frequency
and cost of crashes.

“I hope [the proponent]
comels] back to us fairly
quickly with their modifi-
cations, and if things are
looking okay we’ll tick it
off, and away they’ll go.”
Mr Duffield said.

He said Main Roads
was dealing with Peter D.
‘Webb & Associates on “a
number of other”” projects.
in Perth.

“We're very happy to
see development, but
there are some sites that
are more challenging than
others,” he said.

“Whilst [a fuel station]
might be allowed under
that zoning, so were a
number of other options
which had a lower traffic
generation [and] traffic
impact capacity.

“For example, a show-
room would have been
within those zonings and
we would have been much

happier with a showroom
than a high traffic gener-
ating site.”

Mr Duffield said road
safety was his paramount
concern.

Ms Petrucci also ordered
the developer to either
erect a piece of public
art worth 0.5 per cent of
the $1.8 million project
cost, or contribute 0.3 per
cent of the pchc( cost if
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pe and
building treatments were
proposed to the satisfac-
tion of the City.

Mr Camins said Peter
D. Webb & Associates
was yet to advise if art,
or the extra landscaping
and building work, would
be chosen.

The company’s Manag-
ing Director, Nik Hid-
ding, said his “client”
had instructed him not to
comment to the media.

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Nothing succeeds
like succession

ARRANGING a successful hando-
ver of the family farm to the next
generation will be the subject of a
workshop to be held in Ongerup
on June 8.

Ellie Stone, whose family grows
wheat, canola, barley, lupins, and
merino and cross-bred sheep at
Boxwood Hill, says succession
planning regularly comes up in
conversation in regional areas.

“Many family farming businesses
have completely different structures
to one another, but alot of the issues.
remain the same — what’s going to
happen in the future, when will it
be my turn to take on the farm, how
do I keep Dad happy, how do we
keep the lines of communication
open?,” she says.

“I think that marrying into a farm
business, it can be quite hard com-
ing into a family that has its own
way of communication, and finding
your place in the farming business.”

Ms Stone, who is president of
the Ongerup branch of Women in
Farming Enterprise — better known
by its acronym, ‘WIFE’ — says there
is no one-size-fits-all solution to
farm succession.

“But I think the core values of

how to communicate better and
how to approach things, and how
important planning for the future
is, always stay the same across the
board,” she says.

“We've got four sons, aged four,
eight, and the twins are five, and
they re already mad-keen farmers.

“So, for my family, we’re looking
for the future of how we can set our-
selves up for our sons’ opportunities
to work on the farm if they wish to,
or in other avenues if they choose.”

WIFE will run a workshop on
farm succession at Ongerup Sport-
ing Complex from 9am to 2.30pm
on June 8. All comers, including
blokes, are welcome to attend.

Farmer-cum-accountant Ben
Thompson, from Tronbridge Group,
and Michael Pyne from HPH Solu-
tions, will talk on the day.

“Isuspecta lot of the younger gen-
erations who potentially married in
to farming families will participate
on the day,” Mr Pyne says.

“A lot of the farmers who started
farming in the ‘60s and ‘70s are
now starting to get to the point of
retiring and there is a big difference
between that generation of farmers
and these ones.

“The younger generations want to
know what’s happening and how

things are going to be structured,
whereas you only have to step back
a generation and it was pretty much:
“You do what you're told and you
don’t ask questions, and we’ll tell
you when it’s time to be told’.”

He says that especially when a
farming enterprise is carrying a lot
of debt, securing a comfortable life
for retiring farmers and security
for their families while ensuring
the future viability of the farm is
a challenge.

He says a particular concern for
women is securing a future for their
off-farm children.

“A lot of them are used to a huge
proportion of assets ending up with
a son coming home to the farm, and
the off-farm children being left with
not much,” he explains.

“I think a lot of women want to
ensure there is a balance, that it’s
not all about the farm and the pres-
sure that comes with that.

“It can’t always be equitable —
otherwise, in many cases, you'd
have to sell the farm — but I think
it can be fair.

Sand sculpture vandal fined $800

AN ALBANY man has pleaded
guilty to vandalising a sand sculp-
ture at Middleton Beach that was
part of Albany’s Australia Day
celebrations.

Officer in charge of Albany Police
Grant Pollard said Derek Andy

fined $800 in the local magistrates
court.

“This was just a random act of

WEEKS after it introduced a law
allowing it to fine residents $350
if they toss the wrong kind of junk
in their recyclable bins, the City of
Albany has praised locals for im-
proving their recycling techniques.

Waste Sustainability Officer Julie
Passmore said five per cent less
contamination had been found in
kerbside recycling bins over the
past year.

Ms Passmore said that audits by
waste contractor Cleanaway in Jan-
uary found contamination in 15 per
cent of recycle bins checked, down
from 20 per cent in January 2017.

She said bins contaminated with
loose plastic bags decreased from
13 per cent to 7 per cent.

Incorrect items placed in recycling
bins included plastic bags, food
scraps, nappies, electrical waste,
polystyrene, clothing, scrap metal
and non-container pl ics.

“Contaminated recycling impedes
the sorting process, can damage
machinery and even send an entire
truckload of recyclables to landfill,”
Ms Passmore said.

“Good community recycling hab-
its combined with the machine and
hand sorting at Albany’s material
recovery facility mean the bales of
recyclable materials coming out of
Albany have low rates of contami-
nation and are more sought after on
the recycling market.”

Plastic bags are the most common
contaminant found in recycling and
can cause machinery at the sorting
facility to grind to a halt.

Ms Passmore said recyclables
needed to be placed loose in kerb-
side bins and soft plastics kept out.

“Soft plastics which can be
scrunched into a ball can be taken
to the REDcycle collection points
at Coles supermarkets in Albany
or otherwise must be put into the
general waste bin,” she said.

Cleanaway staff conduct weekly
bin audits along selected streets and
drivers can also detect contamina-
tion via a camera fitted inside col-
lection trucks.

“Most residents try to do the right
thing and contamination usually

ruary 27 introduced a $350 fine for
incorrect recycling (‘Non-recyclers
now up for $350 fine’, March 2),
City CEO Andrew Sharpe said the
new Waste Local Law was consist-
ent with other local laws elsewhere
in the state.

He said the law brought Albany’s
waste and recycling governance in
line with a state standard recom-
mended by the WA Local Govern-
ment Association and the Depart-
ment of Water and Environmental
Regulation.

“The City of Albany’s goal is
to help our community use bins
correctly and decrease contamina-
tion of recycling and green waste,
decrease waste sent to landfill, and
increase recovery of recyclable
items,” he added.

“The issuing of fines would be a
last resort for people who refuse to
respond to requests and education
1o use bins correctly.

“We are encouraged by residents’
efforts to sort their waste correctly
and hope to see recycling contami-
nation rates continue to decrease.”

CRCs fight funding cuts

COMMUNITY Resource Cen-
tres across regional WA will
keep railing against the State
Government’s recent cut to their
funding.

Jane Chilcott, Chief Executive
Officer of a body that represents
the CRCs, Linkwest, said it was
unclear why CRCs were being
targeted by the State, particularly
in light of independent reports
supporting the work they do with
the funding they receive.

“While CRCs received funding
increases under the previous gov-
ernment, this was coming off a
very low base and so figures used
to attempt to justify the cuts are
disingenuous,” she said.

“In fact, CRCs provide essential
services to their communities
and the current level of fund-
ing enables them to just meet
demand.

“We will continue to fight these
cuts despite the David and Goli-
ath nature of the battle.”

Last month, Regional Develop-
ment Minister Alannah MacTi-
ernan wrote to all CRCs seeking
feedback on a recommended
future funding approach at what
she called “a more sustainable
level”.

Under that approach, confirmed
inlast week’s State Budget, most
CRCs will be offered $70,000
ayear.

Some CRCs will be offered
$50,000 a year where they are
located in a community larger
than 3000 people, or within
30km of another CRC or major
regional centre.

Ms MacTiernan said CRCs
should focus on the delivery and
facilitation of government, health

and community information and
services.

She said greater emphasis
should be placed on the use of
video conferencing to improve
service delivery.

“CRC funding blew out tremen-
dously under the Barnett spend-
ing spree.” she said on April 30.

“The total CRC operational
cost of $5.9 million in 2009-10
ballooned to $13 million five
years later.

“We were elected to bring the
finances back in order, and our
out-year allocation of $8 million
represents what would have been
the normal trajectory of growth.

“There is no intention to close
the program or to stop the fund-
ing of CRCs — we have allocated
$42 million across the forward
estimates for the CRC program.”

Royal names of Albany

‘WITH royal fever rife at the mo-
ment, it is timely to consider some
of the royal names around Albany
and to link them to the British royal
family itself.

Menang people know this area
as Kinjarling or Kincinnup, but
when British explorers and settlers
arrived here many landmarks and
streets were named after their pa-
trons and rulers. George Vancouver,
the first European to land on this
coastin 1791, named the large area
of water King George the Third’s
Sound, and the enclosed harbour,
Princess Royal Harbour.

Now shortened to King George
Sound, this name honours the Brit-
ish monarch of the time, George ITI,
who ruled for 60 years. The father
of 15 children, he later descended
into mental instability. For the last
nine years of his reign his eldest
son, the Prince of Wales, ruled in
his place as Prince Regent.

The Princess Royal, the title tra-
ditionally given to the monarch’s
eldest daughter, refers to Princess
Charlotte, George III's fourth child.
She married a German prince and
became Queen of Wurttemberg in
Germany, where she died in 1828.

The German connection to Albany
is strong. Names like Hanover Bay,
Brunswick Road and Osnaburg
Street (now Bridges Street, re-
named after World War I) all have
links to Germany.

The chief inspiration for the name
“Albany” is Frederick Augustus,
Duke of York and Albany, Earl
of Ulster and Prince Bishop of
Osnaburg. Frederick was George
III's second son and was notable as.
amilitary commander. He inspired
the rhyme “The Grand Old Duke of

York”, which was uncomplimen-
tary about his decision-making and
military strategy!

Prior to the adoption of the name
“Albany” in 1831, Frederick Au-
gustus inspired another name,
though unofficial: Frederick’s
Town. This name was used by Ma-
jor Edmund Lockyer in his journal
but was never adopted.

The Duke of York and Albany
married Prussian princess Fred-
erica, but they spent most of their
married life apart. The Duke in-
dulged his fancy for mistresses,
most especially Mary Anne Clarke,
a notorious London socialite and
actress.

Mrs Clarke, always eager to
improve her financial situation,
hit upon a scheme to sell commis-
sions in the British Army via the
unknowing Duke. As a reforming
administrator, this was exactly the
scam that he was determined to
stamp out.

The press was notified, questions
were asked in Parliament, libel
charges were laid, cartoons were
published, and the Duke was forced
to resign from his position as the
Army’s Commander in Chief. In
time he was reappointed, but his
disgraced mistress went into self-
exile in France, never to return.

The Duke himself died in 1827,
the year the British officially

claimed King George Sound as a
settlement. Had he lived, he would
have succeeded his brother George
IV as King of England.

As it was, his younger brother
the Duke of Clarence was crowned
King William IV, and his wife, an-
other German, became Queen Ad-
elaide. Albany’s iconic mounts are
named after this couple. William
also had no legitimate children,
so the crown passed to his niece
Queen Victoria in 1837. Albany’s
Victoria Street is named after her.

Meanwhile, King William’s eld-
est illegitimate son, Lord George
Fitzclarence, was given the honor-
ary title of the Earl of Munster in
1831, hence Munster Road.

The Dukedom of Albany would
later be abolished. Queen Victoria
split the two titles, York and Al-
bany, in 1881 so her youngest son
could be Leopold, Duke of Albany.
He fought on the German side in
World War One, so the title was
discontinued by the Crown after
the Treaty of Versailles in 1919.

However, the descendants of the
last Duke of Albany still live in
Germany as minor royalty, so we
should consider that Prince Hu-
bertus of Saxe-Coburg and Prince
Andrew, the current Duke of York,
could come together to once again
create a united Duke of York and
Albany!

MULTIPLE generations of woodcarv-
ers and painters will be among a
group of indigenous artists exhibiting
their Anangu culture-themed artwork
displayed for the next three months at
the Museum of the Great Southern.

The Punuku Tjukurpa exhibition
opened last Friday and celebrates
the stories and laws of the Anangu
people — the traditional owners of
Uluru-Kata Tjuta and the surrounding
land in the Northern Territory.

Artist Niningka Lewis is part of the
project and said she was happy to
see the artwork travel among the
broader community.

“It is good that our carvings should
go out to the world for all to see,”
she said.

“People can see and understand
how things are made and that we
have a lot of memories [in our col-
lection].”

Great Southern Museum regional
manager Rachael Wilsher-Saa said
Punuku Tjukurpa showcases a rich
cultural history.

“There are 88 punu (carved objects
made of wood) featuring burnt de-

signs, sculptural works, 2D pieces
and specially produced audio and
video footage on display,” she said.

“The mobile app that accompanies
the exhibition also provides deeper
engagement with the diverse works
through audio descriptions of se-
lected objects, a walking tour and
educational activities.”

Aboriginal Community Learning
Officer for the Museum of the Great
Southern Vernice Gillies said the
exhibition is extremely important, as
it brings a “wholly Aboriginal flavour”
of artwork to Albany.

what the correct pressure
is for a long trip towing,
ask the question of one
of our local tyre suppliers
and I am sure they will be
more than willing to help.
